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This year, I have some goals that I would like for the
airport to work towards achieving.

My main goal for this year is to get the runway seal
coated. We made a late attempt this last fall to seal coat
the runway, but the weather did not cooperate. We are
currently planning on shutting the runway down for a
couple of days in the spring when the weather 1s right to
have the runway seal coated. We have already received
bids and evaluated them. Jerry Stern has done an
excellent job in getting information on this. If any one
would like to see the bids, please feel free to contact
anyone on the Board. By seal coating the runway we
should be able to make it last another 3-4 years. This
time will give us the opportunity to investigate different
ways to fund resurfacing the runway. In the January
BOD Meeting, we discussed having different committees
look into the different methods of funding a project like
this. One committee will look into the requirements for
getting TXDOT funds, another will look into getting
Federal funds, and another will look into funding the
project through special assessments, bank notes, etc. By
looking into each method of funding, we will be able to
make good decisions that will benefit the airport for
years to come. {(Eds.

Another goal is to complete the fencing pmj@m on the
north side of the airport. By fencing the north side of the
airport, we will be able to better secure and control the
traffic going through the airport. Roadwork taking place
on the south side of the airfield and the new housing
going in toward the north makes this more mg@m than
ever before. Hicks will see an increase in traffic. By
fencing the north side, we will be able to b@ﬁ@r secure
and protect our property. While most planes on the field
are in hangars, there are some that stay outside. We also
would be boosting our level of protection. With the
increased need for security in our nation and the high
visibility that airplanes always get, we need to complete
this project.

One activity that took a life of its own this last year that 1
hope to see continue into the future is the monthly fly out
dinner. While I did not make enough of them last year, |
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do know that everyone that participated had a great
time. These fly outs are a great way to get to know who
your neighbors are and to get to fly, which is the whole
reason for having the airport. Mike Reddick has been
organizing most of these fly outs, so if you have any
questions or suggestions please feel free to contact him.
My hope for this year is that more people continue to
come to the airport and get involved in some way.
